Lesson Subject(s)/Title: iPad Integration Lesson with Art     

Lesson Date(s): March 23rd, 2018   
Course & Grade(s): 2nd Grade Science (Reading/Arts integrated) 
This lesson is lesson #8 out of 10 within a unit that is about habitats and adaptations.

INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS:
Poster Sheets 
Supplies to finish Oceans 

Materials for plays 

Continuum Sheets 

Classroom iPads: “Mini Monet” app
ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS/ SUBSIDIARY QUESTIONS:

1. In classification of different kinds of animals, what kinds of animals are Sea Animals? 
2. Think of reasons why people need to worry about the habitats and adaptations of animals? 
3. Will our actions as human beings effect aquatic animals? Positively? Negatively?  
4. Will environmental changes over the next 10 years impact the way aquatic animals must adapt? 
Will be using these for the Onion Ring. 
PURPOSE:

Be able to complete a poster show casing different topics/big ideas from the unit, and self assess where they feel they are at in the learning. 
Be able to use the iPad app “Mini Monet” in order to create their drawing to accompany the play. 
SPECIFIC LEARNING OBJECTIVES: (clear, observable)

Through all previous learning activities, students will be able to create a poster answering questions pertaining to the unit, with clear, well written writing.

Create and perform plays and production
DIFFERENTATION STRATEGIES:
For most activities, students shouldn’t have any issues completing them on their own. If there are any issues or accommodations needed, the teacher will provide them. LD reading kids will be able to complete everything with no extra help. In their plays, they will already have accommodations put in place. Everything else they should be able to complete on their own. Advanced students will also be able to complete everything. They will be able to use their vocabulary words and so on for activities and showcase their knowledge/understanding.
ANTICIPATORY SET: 
Onion Ring: Students will participate in an onion ring activity. The chairs will be set up to look like an onion ring and have minute rotations. In this minute they will tell the partner they are paid up with, something they have learned through the unit. 
INPUT/ ACQUIRE NEW KNOWLEDGE:

Students will be making a poster to showcase all of their learning. It will be distributed, and students will first have to write in pencil their answers. Then, they will go over it in a skinny black marker. Finally, they will color it to make visually pleasing. After students have completed this activity, they will then move in to working on their Oceans. 

and/or
APPLY/ DEEPEN NEW KNOWLEDGE: “Mini Monet” app 
Students will be rehearsing their plays with one another. They will be performing them the next day, so all of the work needs to be completed. They will get out the classroom iPads and go on to the app “Mini Monet” and create a drawing within the app to go along with their play. The teacher will model this before letting students complete it. 
CLOSURE/ASSESSMENT: 

Continuum: Students will be given a continuum, and be instructed to mark where they feel they are at in the learning. There will be different lines, that all correlate with the essential questions.  
HOMEWORK: (Purpose- Preparation, Practice, Expansion)

There will be no homework given for this lesson, as it is not necessary. 
EVALUATION/ASSESSMENT OF STUDENTS:
During the onion ring set, the teacher will be able to walk around the room and write down observations on sticky notes about things the students are discussing. 
Students will be turning in their posters, so the teacher will be able to evaluate these. 
Observations will be taken and written down during times students are working on Oceans and Plays. 

The teacher will be able to view each students drawing and determine if it appropriately fits the play.

Continuums will be collected, and the teacher will be able to see where the students think they are in the learning and match this to assignments collected from the previous day and day of the lesson. 

INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES:

Time: 40 Minutes  

	The teacher will:

1. Introduce the anticipatory set. Instruct students to complete onion ring. Students will have done this before. 
2. Introduce posters that students will be completing. Model an example and ask for any questions. 
3. Instruct students to begin making posters. Walk around to make sure students are on task. 

4. Students now will work on Oceans and complete them. 

5. Transition students in cleaning up supplies and getting out materials to practice plays in groups. 

6. Get the classroom iPads out and distribute them to students. 

7. Instruct students to go on to the “Mini Monet” app.

8. Give directions to make a detailed picture on the app to go along with their play. 

9. Continue to monitor students working. 

10. Have students clean up supplies, go back to table seats and prepare them for closure of continuum. 

11. Pass out continuums. Ask for questions. Students will have done these before. 

12. Collect completed continuums. 
	The students will:

1. Listen to the directions about the anticipatory set. Participate and move around for the onion ring. 
2. Listen to explanation of posters. Watch the teacher demonstration of one and ask any questions. 
3. Begin working on the poster. Stay on task and complete the poster. Add color and turn in completed poster to the teacher. 

4. Get out supplies to begin to finish Oceans and be preparing to present in 2 days. 

5. Clean up supplies from Oceans. Get with partner for plays, and finish any work left on it, and then practice presenting it together. 

6. Receive iPads from teacher and log on. 

7. Find the “Mini Monet” iPad and open it. 

8. Begin to start working on drawing to go along with play in the app. Save the drawing when finished. 

9. Continue to work on plays until finished.

10. Clean up any and all supplies, and then go back to table seats. 

11. Complete the continuum as soon as received, and write any other comments on sheet. 

12. Hand in completed continuum.
