ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS/ SUBSIDIARY QUESTIONS:

What is fluency? 
Why is fluency important to have as a skill while reading? 

How will fluency effect me when I am older? 
PURPOSE:

Continue to work on fluency skills, to overall improve fluency in reading, and fluency scores in running records. 
SPECIFIC LEARNING OBJECTIVES: (clear, observable)

Given a sentence, students will be able to take that sentence in broken up pieces, place it back together that it makes sense, and fluently read the sentence back. 
Using creativity, students will be able to construct a sentence, and then break it apart, to give to another student to place back together and read fluently.

DIFFERENTATION STRATEGIES:
This lesson is geared towards each student’s individual level they are on. Therefore, little to no accommodations should be needed. Every student should still be able to place sentences together. If an LD reading student would need extra assistance, the teacher would be able to offer some extra assistance to the child, as the activity is being completed individually. Other than that, they should have no difficulties completing other aspects of the lesson. For high end learners, they will be able to complete sentences as quick as possible, and also also show off their fluency skills. When constructing their own sentence, they can also showcase some of their high vocabulary here.   
ANTICIPATORY SET: 
For the anticipatory set, stand up sit down will be utilized. I will simply ask students to be able to tell me what the word fluency means. As soon as they have an answer, they will be told to stand up. As soon as their answer has been said, they will sit down. 
INPUT/ ACQUIRE NEW KNOWLEDGE:

The teacher will read the book, Rainbow Fish. Before reading, the class will discuss what good fluency sounds like by using stand up sit down to get all kids engaged. Once the discussion has concluded, the teacher will then read the book. While reading the book, the teacher will be modeling what good fluency looks and sounds like. After the conclusion of the book, there will then be another discussion about what the teacher did that demonstrated good fluency, and if the teacher did anything that demonstrated bad fluency. 

and/or
APPLY/ DEEPEN NEW KNOWLEDGE:

Easter Egg Sentences! This activity will cover an array of skills. Students will be given six eggs. In each egg, there are one to three words. They will first need to empty all of their eggs. Next, they will need to make sense of the words and make the sentence back out of them. After they have completed this, they will need to read the sentence back with great fluency! After they get the okay from the teacher, they will be able to package them back up for another student to then use. The students will be able to rotate through the Easter Eggs for as long as time allows. 
CLOSURE/ASSESSMENT: 

Construct sentences for someone else! Students will be given a set of 6 empty eggs with some paper, and be instructed to create their very own sentence to package up for one of their classmates. They will first be instructed to write these sentences on whiteboards, and then they will get the go ahead to write them out, cut them up, and stuff them in the eggs. This will then be used as the next Fluency Lesson Day’s set.
HOMEWORK: (Purpose- Preparation, Practice, Expansion)

There will be no homework given, as it is not necessary. 
EVALUATION/ASSESSMENT OF STUDENTS:
The teacher will be able to make observations of students throughout all parts of the lesson. It will be important to observe the students reading sentences aloud to make sure they reading with the best possible fluency. When the students construct their own sentences, the teacher will be able to collect these and truly make a judgment about how good the students are getting, as a whole, with these skills. From here, the teacher will be able to make a decision on what needs more time spent on and what does not.  
INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES:

Time:  25 Minutes 
	The teacher will:

1. Introduce the Anticipatory Set of stand up/sit down with the word/definition of Fluency. 
2. Instruct students to stand up once they have an answer. 

3. Go around the room and ask for student’s answers. Continue until no students are left standing. 

4. Transition into reading of Rainbow Fish. Gather students at the carpet, and begin discussing what makes a good fluent reader? What does it sound like? 

5. Ask for volunteers to answer question. Continue until no more hands are raised. 

6. Begin to read the story Rainbow Fish, and model good fluent reading.

7. Ask for the students to tell the teacher what they heard that was good fluency and what was bad, if anything at all. 
8. Instruct students to go back to their table seats, and be prepared for the activity. 

9. Explain Easter Egg Sentence game in full detail. 

10. Distribute eggs and instruct students to begin. Have them simply stand up when they are ready to be checked. Continue repeating this as time allows. 

11. Gather student’s attention back, and get areas cleaned up, in preparation of closure. 

12. Closure. Instruct students how to complete the closure of writing sentences. First write on whiteboard, get checked by the teacher, and then write it on the paper, cut it out and stuff it in the egg. 

13. Collect all necessary things. 
	The students will:

1. Eagerly await the beginning of the Anticipatory Set. Begin thinking about answers for “Fluency”. 
2. Think hard about an answer to what the word fluency means. Once they have an answer, stand up with that answer. 

3. Participate in giving answers, and respectfully listening to other student’s answers. 

4. Gather at carpet area and begin thinking about what makes a good fluent reader and what it sounds like.

5. Volunteer to answer the teachers question, and listen to other students answers and be respectful.

6. Listen to the story of Rainbow Fish and be attentive to what good fluency skills are being modeled. 

7. Participate in questions that the teacher is asking. Think about how they can take what the teacher did, and do it themselves. 
8. Quietly and calmly go back to table seats and wait for further instructions. 

9. Listen to the instructions for the Easter Egg Game and ask any questions. 

10. Begin opening the eggs, and placing sentences back together. Stand up upon completion of correct sentence. Continue rotating through for as long as time allows. 

11. Clean up areas, and get prepared for the final part of the lesson. 

12. Complete the closure. Get out whiteboards and markers. Write a well written sentence. When finished, raise hand and get checked by the teacher. Once checked, write it on the paper, cut it up, and stuff the egg. 

13. Turn in the completed eggs to the teacher. 
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
