The purpose of this lesson is for students to further their understanding and knowledge of fractions through multiple exposures and rich practice of concepts.

To learn how to create and identify fractions in forms of mixed numbers, and improper fractions.

DIFFERENTATION STRATEGIES:
Groups for centers will be based on the pre-test. They will be placed in groups based on high, moderate, and low level. Also for other students in the class whom may have hyperactivity or issues with concentration, activities and items can be highlighted with less distraction around them. Any activity can be adapted to any students needs. 
ANTICIPATORY SET: 
K-W-L. Each day students will use the chart to monitor their own learning as the week progresses. 
APPLY/ DEEPEN NEW KNOWLEDGE:

Throughout the five days, different activities across other subjects will be used to deepen knowledge of fractions. Students will read more stories in reading, write more about what fractions are, and during science time utilize fractions in their daily lessons. 
CLOSURE/ASSESSMENT: 
Ticket out the door will be used for each days closure. 
HOMEWORK: Practice
No homework will be given. Weekly spelling will be the only homework given. 
EVALUATION/ASSESSMENT OF STUDENTS:
The same Pre/Post Test will be given on Day 1 and 5. (Summative) 

Day 2 Assessment will be creating a fraction flower. (Formative) 
Day 3 Assessment will be completing a worksheet in cooperative groups. (Formative) 
Day 4 Assessment of reading book and completing summary with partner. (Formative)

	Pre-Test
	In small groups, students will work with the teacher on solving fractions. They will utilize white boards and markers sitting in a circle, and be able to help students around them if needed. 
	Dominos: Students will work in small groups to make mixed numbers/improper fractions with dominos. The teacher will also be available during this time to give assistance.
	Object fraction word problems: Students will use their white boards to create and solve word problems. The teacher will show something such as a split flower and tell students to make a word problem out of it.

	Game Station
	
	Students will be able to utilize classroom IPads to go on to Mathplayground and play a game practicing skills. 
	Match the fraction: Students will be given a deck of cards of mixed numbers and those mixed numbers as improper fractions. They will be instructed to match them. Whomever matches them the quickest wins.
	Balloon Pop: Students will be given a color that corresponds with balloon colors. They will have to pop them and then place the word problem together accurately. Whomever matches it correctly the quickest, wins.

	Flower: Students will be given instructions and supplies to make a fraction flower. The teacher will be able to walk around and see if students are completing it accurately and correctly. 
	Worksheet: A cooperative group worksheet will be given last to students. They will be told to complete it with their group. The teacher will be able to assess where students are in the learning. 
	Book read: Fractions= Trouble! Students will be given a book to read individually, and then aloud with a partner. They will then together complete a two-minute summary.
