ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS/ SUBSIDIARY QUESTIONS:

What animals are in the African Safari? 
What animals can we find only in Kenya and not in the United States? 

What environment is necessary for these animals to survive? 

What can you do to better living conditions for these animals? 
PURPOSE:

The purpose of this lesson is to take students on a virtual field to Kenya to “see” first hand what types of environments are necessary for African Safari animals to live, and also to classify what animals they are. 
SPECIFIC LEARNING OBJECTIVES: (clear, observable)

Students will be able to write an essay on any aspect of Kenya or the animals, with at least 3 body paragraphs containing detail, with little to no assistance from the teacher. 
Students will be going on a virtual field trip to Kenya, and will be able to identify the animals that they encounter, with assistance from the teacher. 
STANDARDS:

Subject Area: Social Studies and ELA

Write informative/ explanatory texts to examine a topic and convey ideas and information clearly.

DIFFERENTATION STRATEGIES:
There are 2 exceptional learners in the class. 1 has a diagnosis of ADD/ADHD(student 1), and the other is reading LD(student 2). For both learners, extra assistance will be given. Student 1 will be given something to hold in their hands to help keep them focused (rubber ball etc). This will help during both the set, virtual trip, and closure. During the essay writing, the teacher will frequently check in on student 1 to ensure they are on task, and if not, put them back on task. Extra graphic organizers can be given to help the student organize thoughts. For student 2, the set, virtual trip, and closure won’t need accommodations. Extra graphic organizers, and instructions will be given to student 2 for the essay writing to help organize thoughts, and get them started writing. A pre-determined topic of Elephants will also be given to this student. (Because the students likes elephants which is already known). The student will then take this down to the resource room teacher for extra assistance.   
ANTICIPATORY SET: 
The “amazing African Lion” video. Students will get prepared for the field trip by watching a short video on the African Lion. This will also be done because we won’t talk much about the lion other than this video.

INPUT/ ACQUIRE NEW KNOWLEDGE:

VIRTUAL FIELD TRIP! https://explore.org/livecams/african-wildlife/african-wildlife-meditation 
Students will be going on a virtual field to Kenya. During this trip student’s will get to experience what the environment is like for these African Safari animals, and what animals they are. The teacher will ask guiding questions to make the most out of the trip. Students will assume the role as a safari guide in training, and the teacher is the safari guide. Students will also be given a worksheet to use as a note taking guide for anything they wish to write down. The teacher will direct students to write down about the animals that they see and what characteristics describe the environment they are viewing. 

and/or
APPLY/ DEEPEN NEW KNOWLEDGE:

After the virtual field trip, students will return back to their seats to get started on writing their essay about Kenya/Safari Animals. Students will be given the ability to pick what they want to write about as the topic. It can be broad or specific. They will be instructed to have at least 5 paragraphs- 1 introduction, 3 body, and 1 conclusion. The body paragraphs should posses much detail. These will be turned into the teacher at the end of the lesson. 
CLOSURE/ASSESSMENT: 

Students will all get a chance to have a turn on the interactive bulletin board. There are 3 different animals that students will have to identify what they are based off of the 3 characteristics and footprint. 
HOMEWORK: (Purpose- Preparation, Practice, Expansion)

No homework will be given for this lesson.

INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES:

Time: 30 Minutes   

	The teacher will:

1. Introduce the lesson with the set. Play video. 
2. Explain to students that we will be going on a trip to Kenya. Identify where Kenya is on the map. 

3. Explain the purpose of the trip and that students should be identifying the animals/environment. 

4. Explain that the teacher is the Safari Guide. They are in training. 

5. Instruct students to get pencil and clipboards. 

6. Take students to Kenya! 

7. Let the live stream video play, giving prompting questions to get the students thinking. 

8. Continue to finish the field trip, making sure to prompt students to write down notes. 
9. Transition back to desks after flying back. 

10. Explain the essay. Topic can be of their choice, and it has to have an intro, 3 body, and conclusion. 

11. Turn in finished essays, or put in “I need more time bin”. (Most will need more time) 

12. Closure- Interactive Bulletin Board. Giving each student a chance. 
	The students will:

1. Go to the carpet area, and watch the set. 
2. Continue to stay at the carpet area, and talk about trip. Identify where Kenya is. 

3. Ask any questions about the trip, and begin to think about what animals they may see. 

4. Assume the role of a safari guide in training. 

5. Go retrieve a pencil and clipboard, going back to the carpet. 

6. Fly away to Kenya! 

7. Begin to observe what is going on in the video and answer questions as the teacher asks them. 

8. Continue to act as a safari guide in training, writing down the appropriate notes. 
9. Return to tables after flight has landed. 

10. Ask any questions about the essay, and begin to think about what topic they want to write on. 

11. Continue to work on essay, asking questions as necessary. Clean up and put work in appropriate bin when instructed to do so. 

12. Complete the closure of playing on the interactive board.
