PURPOSE:

The purpose of the lesson is to give students an application based integrated arts activity to further their understanding of word families, and identified which words are CVC. 
SPECIFIC LEARNING OBJECTIVES: (clear, observable)

Students will be able to create a ‘cat in the hat’ with an assigned word family, and be able to find all the corresponding words with no assistance from the teacher.
After students have created a ‘cat in the hat’ word family, they will be able to identify which words are CVC utilizing a highlighter with no assistance from the teacher. 

STANDARDS:

DIFFERENTATION STRATEGIES:
Any part of this lesson can be adapted for any type of need/accommodation. For the main activity (input/deepen) simple accommodations can be made for students. Anything from making the activity Velcro, to the activity already being put together, to having the teacher be by the student to provide extra help. Additionally, the words can already be in one pile for a student that may get overwhelmed trying to find them. The words can also be color coded by consonant and vowel, to help them find CVC words. The closure activity can be changed and/or modified depending on the need/accommodation. 
ANTICIPATORY SET: 
Musical Intelligence, Music Integration: The teacher will begin the lesson by playing a song (video) about word families. Students will sit around the carpet and watch the video.

INPUT/ ACQUIRE NEW KNOWLEDGE: Visual, Spatial, Bodily Kinesthetic, Arts integration  
Creating a “Cat in the Hat” word family collage! 

Students will be given pre-cut out pieces that will make the “Cat in the Hat”. The teacher will instruct the students to glue or tape together the pieces to make the “Cat in the Hat”. Next the teacher will explain to the students that they will each be assigned a word family. After that they will have to find all the corresponding words that belong to that word family. (The words will all be mixed together on the tables). Students will be instructed to put all their words in the hat part of their creation. The teacher will tell the students that these hat word family collages they are making will be hung up around the room for all students to be able to use as a resource. 

and/or
APPLY/ DEEPEN NEW KNOWLEDGE: Linguistic
Extension activity off of ‘creating a “Cat in the Hat” word family collage!’
After students have successfully completed the creation of their collage, the teacher will then instruct students to take a highlighter (or yellow marker- whatever is available), and highlight the words within their word family that are CVC words. This will help address one of the big standards for Kindergarten, and reinforce that not all words in a word family as CVC words, and the ability to be able to distinguish between both. Students will be instructed to work on this alone and then share with their table mates to ensure accuracy. 
CLOSURE/ASSESSMENT: 

Students will complete an exit ticket worksheet that will be turned into the teacher. Students will be instructed to think of 6 different words that describe the “Cat in the Hat”. This will be later used to talk about describing words to use in a writing unit. 
HOMEWORK: (Purpose- Preparation, Practice, Expansion)

No homework will be given for this lesson.
EVALUATION/ASSESSMENT OF STUDENTS:
During the “Cat in the Hat” word family activity, the teacher will be able to take informal observations of how the students are doing by walking around the room. The teacher will also be able to do this when they are highlighting CVC words. 
Closure- the teacher will be able to grade these and take more formal notes about if the student is getting the concept of CVC/word families. 

INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES:

Time: 25 Minutes   

	The teacher will:

1. Introduce the lesson with the set. Bring students to carpet and play video. 
2. Instruct students to go back to their seats and get out glue/tape. 
3. Explain the “Cat in the Hat” word family collage activity. 

4. Pass out necessary materials. 

5. Instruct students to first put together the CITH. Model a demo! 

6. Assign each student a word family. 

7. Put down corresponding words on tables, mixing them up. Instruct students to begin finding the correct words. 
8. Walk around taking informal observations of how students are doing. 

9. Instruct students to get out a highlighter or yellow marker to mark which words are CVC. 

10. Have groups check each others work to ensure accuracy. 

11. Instruct students to turn in the CITH activity. 

12. Pass out the closure, giving directions, and collect. 

13. Transition to the next lesson. 
	The students will:

1. Go to the carpet, and watch the video on the smart board. 
2. Move quickly back to seats at tables and get out glue/tape. 
3. Listen to directions about the “Cat in the Hat” word family collage activity. 

4. Receive materials and be ready to start working. 

5. Begin to put together the CITH, looking at the model. 

6. Write down assigned word family in the brim of the hat. 

7. Begin to find the corresponding words to each word family and glue/tape them in the hat. 
8. Continue to work, and complete the activity. 

9. Get out a highlighter or yellow marker. Mark which words are CVC words. 

10. After completion, share with table mates to ensure the correct words have been highlighted. 

11. Turn in the finished CITH activity to the teacher. 

12. Complete the closure and turn in to the teacher. 

13. Transition to the next lesson.
