ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS/ SUBSIDIARY QUESTIONS:

What words are in the word family of “at”? Give examples. 
How will learning the word family “at” help us? 
Why are word families important? 
What word families do you know? Give examples. 
PURPOSE:

Students will receive further instruction and meaningful practice with the “at” word family to further develop in the area of phonics, ultimately improving reading. 
SPECIFIC LEARNING OBJECTIVES: (clear, observable)

Students will be able to correctly and proficiently identify, and list words that belong to the “at” family through multiple exposures, and no extra assistance from the teacher. 
Britney’s IEP Objective (in differentiation strategies)

DIFFERENTATION STRATEGIES:
Britney’s IEP Objective: Britney will be able to identify five different word families, with 75% accuracy, at a first grade level, as assessed by her general education classroom teacher. 
During the anticipatory set, Britney will sit at her carpet square, like the rest of the class, with the aid close by. During this time no changes will be necessary as it will be engaging, and a shorter video. 

During the input part of the lesson, Britney will first need to be seated near the teacher. During this time when the teacher is going through the chart paper teaching, Britney will have her own version of it right in front of her. All the extra words will be taken out, so Britney can focus on the actual word families and not be overwhelmed, and become frustrated. This part of the lesson will be engaging with the interactive chart paper, so it should keep Britney’s attention. 
During the deepening part of the lesson, Britney will require accommodations for the worksheet. Since Britney is very persistent and wanting of paper/pencil style, and to be alike her classmates, the teacher will keep a form of the worksheet so she feels she is doing the same work as the other students in the class. During the real or nonsense worksheet, Britney will utilize her little guide from large group instruction time for extra assistance. Additionally, the aid will also be around to help her. Britney will also have the fish (from the worksheet) already cut out, and she will simply make two piles, since coloring (a fine motor skill) is tough for her, and this might frustrate her. Britney usually has a supplemental worksheet in addition to the one the class did. She will again have this. While the rest of the class is making sentences, she will have an adapted Velcro sheet to work on. Britney will be able to do this task independently. 

Britney will be able to complete the closure and turn it in to the teacher. This is Britney’s chance to work with the teacher as it is only 3 quick questions, and with prompting, Britney should be able to complete it. 
ANTICIPATORY SET: 
The teacher will start the lesson by showing the class a video on the projection board on the word family of “at”. The students will watch the video at their carpet spot.

INPUT/ ACQUIRE NEW KNOWLEDGE: The input part of the lesson will be when students are gathered around the carpet on the floor for large group instruction time. This large group instruction time will be learning about the “at” family. Students will already be familiar with the concept of word families coming in to this lesson. Therefore, large group instruction will be appropriate. The teacher will have prepped chart paper, and ask for student volunteers to come up and answer different questions. The teacher will give proper wait time, and utilize stand up/sit down during this time, along with calling upon different students to come answer on the interactive chart paper. 

and/or
APPLY/ DEEPEN NEW KNOWLEDGE: The deepening part of this lesson will be the worksheet passed out to students. The worksheet passed out to students is entitled “real or nonsense”. Students will have to take their knowledge of the “at” family to determine whether or not the words are real. Students will be instructed that once they are done coloring the real/not real words, they need to make sentences with the real words until everyone is done. 
CLOSURE/ASSESSMENT: 

Ticket out the door. Students will complete a ticket out the door activity. It will be 3 questions that ask about the “at” word family, and when completed, they will turn it in to the teacher’s check bin. 
HOMEWORK: (Purpose- Preparation, Practice, Expansion)
Students will not be given homework in the area of phonics. Students will focus on fluency for their homework. 
EVALUATION/ASSESSMENT OF STUDENTS:
During work time, the teacher will collect informal observations on a sticky note. 
Collection of the closure, 3 questions, to assess where students are. 

Ultimately collecting the worksheet students complete for the deepening part of the lesson, and assessing both if they identified the correct real words, and also looking at the sentences they wrote for correct use of word, and quality of sentences. 

INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES:

Time:  25 Minutes 
	The teacher will:

1. Introduce the lesson. Anticipatory set. Youtube video. 
2. Instruct students to get ready to watch a video and remind them of proper behavior. 

3. After the video ask for students to come write words up on the board they saw in the video. 

4. Get prepped chart papers out, and begin to teach about “at” family. 

5. Ask for volunteers to help fill in the blanks on the papers. 

6. Take informal observations as students are talking, and answering questions when prompted. 
7. Pull out the next activity and give clear directions to students. 

8. Instruct students to begin working, and turn in the check bin when complete. 

9. Walk around the room, checking and looking, and seeing if any students need assistance. 

10. Give direction for clean up as necessary when students start to finish. 

11. Closure. Hand out ticket out the door, Turn in the check bin when finished. 
	The students will:

1. Gather at the carpet and go to their carpet square. Prepare to watch the video. 
2. Watch the video the teacher is playing with proper behavior. 

3. Volunteer to write words up on the board for the teacher that they saw in the video. 

4. Continue to listen to the teacher, and actively participate. 

5. One at a time, get a chance to participate in answering something on the chart paper. 

6. Talk amongst peers about answers, continue writing answers, and asking questions if needed. 
7. Receive the next activity, and head back to table seats to complete the activity. 

8. Begin to complete the activity, having quiet conversation at seats. 

9. Continue working and ask any questions if needed. 

10. Begin to clean up area, turning in the worksheet, and quietly sit at table seats. 

11. Receive the ticket out the door activity and when finished place in teachers check bin. 
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
